You will use your youth ministry experience/education to motivate and develop your team 
of volunteers, and provide supervision to all staff who report to you. Within the community 
at large, you will provide opportunities for individuals, businesses, churches, and government 
to partner with us in the accomplishment of our mission.

Given the nature of this type of work, the successful Director will need to live in or near the 
Stonewall community, moving there within the first year of starting in the position.
