Responsibilities
e Manage and schedule hosting for guest groups.

Schedule/designate recreational activities and meal times for each group.

Be a liaison to the Host of each group to determine program and equipment needs.

Ensure all members of guest groups are orientated to site and safety procedures.

Ensure designated lodge areas (i.e. bedrooms, bathrooms, recreation rooms, meeting spaces etc.) are

clean and tidy in preparation for upcoming guest groups.

Keep stock and order cleaning supplies as needed.

at home and cared for.

e Serve as the contact person for on-site volunteers.
